We will invite up to 22 participants from the 7 regions within the LWF. This will ensure a fruitful,
cross-cultural dialogue that will strengthen the communion of the LWF. We also look for a balance
in gender and generation to enhance the sharing of different perspectives and life experience.

We hope that participants will return to their respective home churches better equipped for the
challenges in their ministry. For the home churches, these seminars provide the opportunity to offer
their pastors additional theological education and spiritual formation.

November 3 Worship service in Wittenberg and guided city tour
November 4-8 First Study Week

November 9 Excursion Day

November 10 Worship service in Wittenberg, free time
November 11-15 Second Study Week

November 16 Departure

Participants in the seminar are required to be present for the entire seminar program, arriving on
November 2"¢ and departing on November 16", 2024.

The participation fee amounts to 1100 Euros (including accommodation, food, day trips, entrance
fees, materials, etc). The fee and travel expenses are to be covered by the participants and/or their
sending churches.

We kindly ask for your understanding if not all applications can be accepted. This is due to limited
financial means and limited capacities. For this reason, we ask you to nominate not more than two
people from your church.
